Reglement for EXPO Bocuse d’Or 2024

Dette reglementet gjelder for alle utstillere og alt personell som deltar i riggperiodene fgr og etter messen,
samt under selve messen. Det er utstillers ansvar a sgrge for at reglementet overholdes av alle personer
tilknyttet standen.

Generelt

Det er forbudt a gjgre noen form for endringer pa og i arenaens innredning og anlegg, herunder — men ikke
begrenset — alle former for bolting og boring. Det er ikke tillatt & bruke tape pa faste vegger og sgyler i arenaen.

Ved kjgring av ulike type biler, truck, lift, jekktraller o.l. ma det utvises stor forsiktighet med tanke pa guly, lister,
dgrstokker o.l. Utstiller vil bli stilt til ansvar for skader som pafgres arenaen, personell eller andre utstilleres
materiell. Alle skader pa arenaen og innretninger i og pa arenaen skal umiddelbart rapporteres til
messearranggr. Utstiller ma kunne dokumentere tilstrekkelig forsikring av nevnte ansvar.

Rigging og bygging av stand kan bare finne sted i de gjeldende apningstidene for dette.

Overskrider belastningen av varer og utstyr 1.000 kg/m? m3 utstiller selv dekke utgifter til ngdvendige
fundamenteringer eller forsterkninger. Pa grunn av bygningstekniske forhold i hallene forbeholder arranggren
seg retten til 3 avvise spesielt tunge utstillingsgjenstander.

Arranggren tar hand om vakthold fra monteringen starter til den slutter, men har ikke ansvar for utstillers varer,
utstyr og eiendeler. Utstilleren ma selv dekke alle ngdvendige forsikringer.

Utstilleren ma selv sgrge for all transport og montering/demontering av egne varer og dekorasjonsmateriell.
Utstiller skal merke varer, dekorasjonsmateriell og emballasje med utstillers navn og standnummer.

Arranggren utplasserer containere hvor avfall skal kastes. Det skal kun kastes avfall i trad med merkingen av
containere. Utstiller/riggpersonell er ansvarlig for at riktig avfall kastes i riktig container.

Det er ikke tillatt & sette fra seg eller oppbevare varer eller utstyr pa andre stander enn sin egen. Gangarealet
mellom standene skal ogsa veere fritt til enhver tid.

Nar utstillingen er demontert, skal standen forlates fri for dekorasjoner, fundamenter o.l. Arranggren har rett til
a foreta ngdvendig oppryddingsarbeid for utstillers regning.

Lett antennelige stoffer, dekorasjoner og tepper skal brannimpregneres. Ved kontroll skal dokumentasjon kunne
fremlegges.

Ngdutganger og remningsveier skal til enhver tid vaere frie og uten hindringer av noe slag. Det er ikke tillatt &
henge opp plakater eller annet reklamemateriell som dekker ngdutgangsskilt.

Brannmeldere og slukkeutstyr skal vaere lett tilgjengelige. Det er ikke tillatt a tildekke eller pa noen mate
blokkere disse.

Arenaen har ikke parkeringsplasser tilgjengelig under messen, og i sveert begrenset omfang i riggeperiodene fgr
og etter messen.

HMS

Alle utstillere med tilhgrende personell skal etterleve norske lover og regler knyttet til HMS. Arbeidsmiljgloven
skal fglges i riggeperiodene fgr og etter messen, samt under selve giennomfgringen. Spesielt gjelder dette
arbeid i hgyden og bruk av verneutstyr.



Ved arbeid i hgyden skal det benyttes sikringsutstyr som fallsikring og hjelm, i henhold til gjeldende forskrifter.
Det vil bli foretatt stikkprgver i hele riggeperioden.

Ved bruk av arbeidsmaskiner skal fgrer av maskinen ha ngdvendig fgrer/kompetansebevis. Ved kontroll skal
dette framvises.

Det er ikke tillatt & r@yke inne i arenaen, kun pa anviste plasser utendgrs. Brudd pa dette kan medfgre
bortvisning fra messeomradet.

Det er ikke tillatt & servere og/eller nyte alkohol inne i eller utenfor arenaen i riggeperiodene fgr og etter
messen. Brudd pa dette vil medfgre permanent bortvisning fra messeomradet.

Dersom personellet ikke fglger gjeldende reglement, vil utstiller bli gitt en advarsel. Gjentar bruddene pa
reglementet seg, vil alt arbeid knyttet til utstillers stand bli stoppet inntil messearranggr er trygg pa at det ikke
oppstar nye brudd.

Alt personell som jobber pa messeomradet fgr, under og etter messen skal signere hallreglement ved ankomst,
for arbeidet starter.

Regulations for EXPO Bocuse d'Or 2024

These regulations apply to all exhibitors and all personnel participating in the setup and teardown periods
before and after the exhibition, as well as during the exhibition itself. It is the exhibitor's responsibility to ensure
that these regulations are followed by all individuals associated with their booth.

General

Any alterations to the arena's furnishings and facilities, including but not limited to all forms of bolting and
drilling, are strictly prohibited. The use of tape on fixed walls and columns within the arena is also not allowed.

When operating various types of vehicles, such as cars, trucks, lifts, pallet jacks, etc., extreme caution must be
exercised with regard to the floors, moldings, door thresholds, etc. Exhibitors will be held responsible for any
damage to the arena, personnel, or the materials of other exhibitors caused by such vehicles. Any damage to
the arena and its fixtures must be reported immediately to the event organizer. Exhibitors must provide
documentation of adequate insurance to cover such liabilities.

Rigging and booth construction can only take place during the specified opening hours for these activities.

If the load-bearing capacity of the floor for goods and equipment exceeds 1,000 kg/m?, the exhibitor must
cover the expenses for necessary foundations or reinforcements. Due to structural considerations within the
halls, the organizer reserves the right to reject especially heavy exhibit items.

The organizer is responsible for security from the start of setup until the end, but is not responsible for the
exhibitor's goods, equipment, and belongings. Exhibitors must arrange for all necessary insurance coverage.

Exhibitors are responsible for the transportation, setup, and teardown of their own goods and decorative
materials. Exhibitors must label goods, decorative materials, and packaging with their name and booth number.

The organizer provides containers for waste disposal. Waste must only be disposed of in accordance with the
container labeling. Exhibitors/rigging personnel are responsible for ensuring that the correct waste is placed in
the appropriate container.

It is not permitted to leave goods or equipment on other booths besides one's own. The aisle space between
booths must also remain clear at all times.



After the exhibition is dismantled, the booth must be left free of decorations, foundations, etc. The organizer
has the right to perform necessary cleanup work at the exhibitor's expense.

Highly flammable materials, decorations, and carpets must be fire-retardant. Documentation must be available
for inspection.

Emergency exits and escape routes must be kept clear at all times without any obstructions. It is not allowed to
hang posters or any other advertising material that covers emergency exit signs.

Fire alarms and firefighting equipment must be easily accessible and must not be covered or obstructed in any
way.

Parking spaces are not available within the arena during the exhibition and are very limited during the setup
and teardown periods before and after the exhibition.

Health and Safety (HMS)

All exhibitors and their personnel must comply with Norwegian laws and regulations related to health and
safety (HMS). The Occupational Health and Safety Act must be followed during the setup and teardown periods
before and after the exhibition, as well as during the exhibition itself. This especially applies to work at heights
and the use of protective equipment.

When working at heights, safety equipment such as fall protection and helmets must be used in accordance
with applicable regulations. Random inspections will be conducted throughout the setup period.

When using machinery, the operator must possess the necessary operator/competence certificate. This
certificate must be presented upon inspection.

Smoking is not permitted inside the arena, only in designated outdoor areas. Violations may result in expulsion
from the exhibition area.

Serving and/or consuming alcohol inside or outside the arena during the setup and teardown periods before
and after the exhibition is not allowed. Violations of this rule will result in permanent expulsion from the
exhibition area.

If personnel fail to comply with the regulations, the exhibitor will receive a warning. Repeated violations of the
regulations will result in all work related to the exhibitor's booth being halted until the event organizer is
confident that no further violations will occur.

All personnel working within the exhibition area before, during, and after the exhibition must sign the hall
regulations upon arrival before commencing work.
